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Toxic Level of Regulated Chemicals in 25% of China-
made Plastic Toys According to Asialnspection Report

Laboratory Testing Shows Extreme Levels of Phthalates, Chemical Compounds
Regulated in European Union and North America

Shenzhen, China, September 28, 2010 — Asialnspection, a leading provider of quality control
services for the manufacturing industry in Asia, today announces the results of a survey of
laboratory tests of toys manufactured in China and ready for shipment to Europe and the United
States. The results show 25% of the survey sample contained dangerous levels of phthalates, a
group of chemicals found in plastics and which has been placed under stringent regulations in
Europe and North America.

Phthalates are chemical compounds used primarily to enhance the flexibility and durability of
plastics such as PVC. In response to consumer health concerns, phthalates are being eliminated
in toys in the European Union (under the REACH regulation) and United States (CPSIA, in
particular). At high levels of exposure, the toxicological properties of phthalates present a risk of
cancer and can lead to infertility.

Over the last two months, Asialnspection randomly selected 35 China-made plastic toys destined
for Europe and USA and standard phthalates content tests were conducted. Approximately 25%
of these toys were found to contain dangerously high levels of phthalates, and consequently they
did not conform to EU and USA chemical content regulations. Among the survey sample, a toy
first aid kit was found to contain more than 130 times the allowable limit of DEHP, a regulated
phthalate.

“Results like these make it clear that toy importers buying from China and Asia need to be aware
of the risks and take the necessary steps to ensure the products they manufacture or source are
safe and free of potentially harmful substances,” said Sébastien Breteau, CEO, Asialnspection.
“As our survey results show, laboratory testing for toxic chemicals continues to be essential to the
production of safe toys - it is not acceptable that children continue to be at risk of phthalates
intoxication”.
